WISE Rule Utility is an easy-to-use software tool specially designed
for WISE module, it enables users to perform the following operations:
® Import IF-THEN-ELSE Rule file from a remote WISE module
to PC
® Export IF-THEN-ELSE Rule file from PC to a remote WISE
module

By WISE Rule Utility, the user can easily retrieve the IF-THEN-ELSE
Rule file from a specific WISE module and this file can be copied to
multiple WISE modules that require the same Rule file, therefore,
there is no need to set up rules for each WISE module individually,
and save the effort of rule setting for each WISE module.
