The XP-8000-CE6 update is part of the XP-8000-CE6 services for providing
additional and more efficient features and functionality for the XP-8000-CE6

operating system.
There are two ways to update the XP-8000-CE6:

i. Only update the OS image

compatibility, enhanced security, and more. Before downloading any release
files, we highly recommend that you read the release notes, which contains

all of this release

ii. Reinstalling the XP-8000-CE6

If you don’t wish to simply update the OS image, you can install a new
version of the XP-8000-CE6 OS on your device. In addition to updating the
OS image, the System_disk also be updated.

The XP-8000-CE6 can be reinstalled using the XP-8000-CE6 Rescue Utility.
Before reinstalling the XP-8000-CE6, make sure the necessary update files

are available on your CF card.

The necessary files can be obtained from:

ftp://ftp.icpdas.com/pub/cd/xp-8000-ceb/rescue
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Caution:
1. Before installing the XP-8000-CE6, please check that you have
backed up your data.

2. Ensure that your XP-8000-CE6 is running in normal mode (i.e., the
rotary switch is in position 0) when installing the XP-8000-CE6.

Only updating the OS image

To update OS image only, please follow the steps below

Step 1: Download the OS image, NK.bin, from:
ttp://ftp.icpdas.com/pub/cd/xp-8000-ce6/rescue/ce6

Step 2: Replace the old OS image, which should be located in the \System_Disk
folder on the XP-8000-CE6 device, with the new OS image that was
downloaded in step 1.

Step 3: Replace all files located in the \System_Disk \icpdas folder on the XP-
8000-CE6 device with all files from ftp://ftp.icpdas.com/pub/cd/xp-8000-
ce6/system_disk/icpdas/

Step 4: After replacing+ the image and restarting the device, the XP-8000-CE6
will have been updated completely.

Reinstalling the XP-8000-CE6

Warnings:

-The XP-8000-CE6 should be in normal mode, which means that the rotary switch
should be in position 0, before restoring the XP-8000-CE6 to factory default settings.

- When reinstalling the XP-8000-CE§, it will not only clear built-in flash (System_Disk),
but also restore all files in the System_Disk folder.

- Before reinstalling the XP-8000-CES6, please check you have backed up your data.

Requirement for reinstalling the XP-8000-CE6

Step 1: Download all update files from:

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Step 2: Copy the files that were downloaded in Step 1 to the root directory of the
CF card

Step 6: Wait for several seconds for the default partition to be created and then reboot.

After the device has choose either (b) or (2) to Format and restore the XP-8000-CE6 to

the factory default OS. (Refer to the above figure)

Step 7: After finishing the recovery, press choose either (c) or (3) to reboot the device.

(Refer to the above figure)

Step 8: Repeat steps 1 ~ 4 to set the "First Boot Device" to "HDD-0". HDD-0 denotes

the Built-in flash, Then reboot the XI’-8000-CE6.

Step 9: The XP-8000-CE6 will reset itself to the default setting during the first reboot

after the recovery procedure. This process will take about one minute. After

completing the above steps, the XP-8000-CE6 recovery process is finished.

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Restoring the Rescue Disk

This section describes how to restore the rescue disk showed the rescue disk crash or be
accidentally formatted.

Requirements: Before attempting to restore the Rescue Disk, you should obtain a
copy of Symantec Norton Ghost 11 or later, which is available by contacting Symantec
(http://www.symantec.com).

ICPDAS supplies a ghost file, “Rescue_Disk.gho”, which can be used to restore the
Rescue Disk if it has crashed, become corrupted, or has been inadvertently formatted.

The ghost file can be obtained from:
CD root\ICPDAS\ XP-8000-CE6\ Rescue_Disk (on the companion CD)

Note: The example below uses “Symantec Norton Ghost32 V.11” (“Symantec
Norton Ghost V.11” or above is recommend) as a demonstration of how to restore

the Rescue Disk.

Follow the below steps to recover the Rescue Disk.

1. Open the “Symantec Norton Ghost32 V.11” software and click the "OK" button.
