Tips & Warnings

The Baud Rate range for different ActiveSync versions is:
For ActiveSync version 3.7 or 3.7.1, 19200bps or 57600bps can be selected.
For ActiveSync version 3.8 or 4.5, 19200bps, 38400bps, 57600bps or 115200bps can be selected.

The ActiveSync program on the PC side does not need to set Baud Rate.

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Step7. Click the “PC connection” icon.
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Step8. Check the “Enable direct connections to the desktop computer” checkbox and Click

the “Change Connection” button.
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Step9. Change to a new connection by selecting “My Connection” from the ComboBox, and
