This problem is caused by using the previous version of XPACSDK. 
For example, the I-8093W supported for V2007 XPACSDK.dll is just recognized by XPAC utility 
calling V2007 XPACSDK.dll. 
If the XPAC utility calling V2006 XPACSDK, the module name of I-8093W plugged on Slot 4 of 
XPAC isn’t shown on the “Slot 4” text box

Update SDK to resolve this problem.
